1. Apologies

Apologies were received and accepted from Clir Tagg-Wilkinson (working).

2. Declarations of Interest

None were declared

3. Public Forum

There were no members of the public present.

4. Review of 2010/11 to Date

Clir Kanwar arrived at the beginning of this item.

All members had received a copy of the working papers. Income and expenditure to date has
been close to budget. Please see Appendix 1 for further details.

5. Forecast to End of Current Year

Total expenditure to date is ££47,072. Forecast expenditure for the five months ending 31 March
20111 is £25,002 which would result in total expenditure for the year ending 31 March 2011 of
£72,074. The budgeted expenditure for the year had been £75,547. These figures do not include
money received or spent on the Yellow Land Project, other than the Parish Council’s contribution
of £3,100, as this is a completely separate budget covered by the grant received from the
Heritage Lottery Fund and has no effect on the precept. Further details are set out in the budget
working papers attached at Appendix 1.

6. Review of Forecast Reserves at 31/03/10

e Revenue reserves brought forward from the year ended 31 March 2010 were £9118.
Forecast revenue reserves to be carried forward to 2011/12 are £6406.

e Reserves for the Memorial Hall brought forward from 2009/10 were £1500. A sum of
£1,000 was set aside in the current year's budget which has not yet been spent. If it
remains unspent at the end of the financial year, it means reserves of £2,500 would be
carried forward to 2011/12.
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e The Parish Office had been allocated a total of £10,000 for the current year. After
deducting rent and rates, the remainder (approximately £5,000) will be carried forward as
a reserve, to be added to the existing reserves.

Details are set out in the budget working papers at Appendix 1.

7. Proposed Budget 2010/11

It was agreed to apply a general increase of 2.5% in all areas, with the exception of salaries. It
was also noted that the grounds maintenance contractors currently have a 2 year contract so
there will not be an increase this year.

Staff Salaries

It was agreed that all salaries should be increased by 3%. It was noted however that the Clerk’s
salary increase, which was provided for in the current year’s budget, had not been paid owing to
the fact that there had been a national agreement not to increase salaries this year. On the basis
that the Clerk has in fact worked overtime which has been unpaid, it was agreed that the Clerk
should claim this amount as overtime. The Clerk’s salary and hours are to be reviewed by the HR
Group and a proposal put forward from 1 April 2011 to be considered by the Council before the
final budget is agreed.

Administration

It was agreed that £500 should be set aside for training as there are a number of training courses
coming up next year. The phone and internet charges seem high. The Clerk has contacted BT to
see if there is a cheaper package available but has been advised that there isn’'t at the moment.
She will continue to pursue this.

Cemetery and Churchyard

There is a lot of work required in the cemetery and the budget was increased significantly to
include the following items:

e Circular tree seat, reflective area £1000
e Window and chapel maintenance £750
e Path re-surfacing £2450
e  Memorial repair fund £500
e Software package £320

It would be useful to have the cemetery digitally mapped, but this is expensive. It was suggested
that this should be considered again next year.

Playing Field/Play Area/Pavilion

The sum for pavilion maintenance was set at £500. The Clerk pointed out that the play area
inspection report had recommended that the wooden play equipment is treated with preservative
and that this still hadn’t been done. She was asked to find out from the manufacturer which type
of product they recommend.

Parish Office

A further £10,000 is to be set aside for the Parish Office fund.
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Memorial Hall
£1,000 is to be included for hall improvements
Grants
Grants were agreed as follows:
e Bl Community Project £500 for property improvements and £500 towards
legal/professional fees
e Biodiversity Group £250
BISA £500
Carnival £250

Income

Estimated income from burials and reimbursements remains the same. It was agreed to increase
burial fees by rounding up to the nearest £5.00. Please see Appendix 2.

However, a final decision was deferred until
the next meeting, so that the revised working papers could be circulated and perused by the
members.

1. Apologies
There were no apologies. All councillors were present.

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the meeting held on 11January 2010 as a true
and complete record of that meeting.

4. Chairman’s Comments

A lot of correspondence has been received on the subject of affordable housing. Clir Tagg-Wilkinson
had summed up the relevant points in a recent email to fellow councillors. This is supported by the
advice given by the Clerk.

The Chairman was concerned about the email which Clir Christian-Carter had sent to bi-rdwatch in
response to their survey form. The Clerk had issued plenty of advice on declaration of interests and
pre-determination to all councillors. The Chairman believes that there are times when councillors
must put aside their personal right to comment. He asked the Council to vote on whether or not he
should continue as the Chairman. If he continued it would be on the basis that the Council agrees to
abide by the Code of Conduct, with particular reference to the issue of pre-determination. He handed
over to the Vice-Chairman, Cllr Tagg-Wilkinson, at this point.

A proposal was made that ClIr Kettle should continue as Chairman on the basis that all councillors
agree to abide by the Code of Conduct. A vote was taken and the majority were in favour of Clir
Kettle continuing as Chairman.

5. Public Forum

Windfarm

Would it be possible for the Parish Council to add a link from its website to the FRAWT website? The
Clerk said it was important to remember that the windfarm planning application had not yet been

determined. Therefore if a link is added to FRAWT, she felt that a link to Broadview's website should
also be included. The Clerk said she would like to take advice on this matter before adding any links.
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Footpaths
A problem was reported with SM 85 at Old Town. There is a sign next to the footpath sign which says

“Strictly Private” and the way marker is missing at the point where the footpath joins the road. The
Clerk will report this to the Footpaths Officer at WCC.

Hedges

Who is responsible for clearing up the mess after a farmer has cut the hedge? The Clerk will find out.
6. Clerk’s Report

There were no questions for the Clerk.

7. Police Matters

CliIr Kettle and ClIr Whittaker, along with our County and District Councillors, had attended a meeting
with the police and officers from WCC/SDC. It was made quite clear that police officers will not be
attending Parish Council meetings on a routine basis. It is therefore suggested that “Police Matters” is
regularly included on the agenda and that any matters raised under this heading are fed back to the

police via the Clerk.

It was emphasised that the public still has direct access to the police via the community forums. The
police are still keen to meet with people but they now have a different way working.

CliIr Kettle has received a response to the joint letter which he sent with the Chairman of Harbury PC.

8. Yellow Land Natural Heritage Project

Chris Redstall gave a short presentation and update on the project. He was thanked for all his hard
work to date.

1. Land Management Plan
It was RESOLVED to formally approve the Land Management Plan.

2. Type of Fencing
It was agreed to install post and rail fencing.

3. Path Quotations
A third quotation has yet to be obtained. It was RESOLVED to delegate authority to the Clerk
to decide which quotation to accept, subject to cost and in consultation with the Project
Officer.

9. Affordable Homes

Cllr Whittaker stated that he did not feel that he had predetermined the issue to be debated this
evening and therefore would be taking part.

Clir Macaulay stated that he had no interest to declare in relation to the location of affordable housing.

A member of the public, who could not be present this evening, had written a letter asking Cllr
Kanwar to make his position clear with regard to any interest he may have in the Station Road site as
he and his relatives live nearby. Clir Kanwar said that he could not see the site from his property in
High Street. He did not consider that there was any likelihood of an access via High Street because
the road at the top of High Street is private and therefore any development would not have an impact
on his property. He became a councillor shortly after moving to the village and has to take time off
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work, at considerable personal financial loss, in order to attend council meetings. He is therefore not
a member of the Council for his own benefit.

There have been numerous emails and letters received since the last Parish Council meeting about
the decision to take forward the proposals for Plough Lane/Gaydon Road. These have all been
circulated to members of the Council. The Clerk has also given advice. The Council has been asked
to reconsider its decision in the light of the new evidence regarding an access road off Station Road.
If the Council had been given the correct information in 2008, would it have come to a different
decision? At the same time, the Council is also aware of the timescale and that there are people who
are waiting for these homes.

After serious consideration, it was RESOLVED to rescind the decision made on 11 January 2010 to
support the proposals for Plough Lane/Gaydon Road.

Following on from the above, it was RESOLVED to review the new information regarding Station
Road and revisit this site but that while doing so, the Council would also look again at Ladbroke
Road.

10. Proposal by Follett Property Holdings Ltd

Some months ago, the Council delegated authority to the Chairman and the Clerk to discuss
possibilities for the future with John Hayward, property consultant for Follett's. Further to these
discussions, a letter has been received from John Hayward, providing an update on the current
situation following the sale by Follett's of the Lodge Bungalow and Bishop’s Bowl Lakes and a very
broad outline of possibilities. It was agreed that John Hayward should be invited to a Parish Council
meeting to expand on this.

11. Finance

e There is still a problem with the underground spring in Chapel Street. The Clerk will notify
WCC.

e The BI Community Project has just received a £4000 grant to help it find a venue to secure its
future.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllir Wheeler (holiday) and District Cllr Tonge (work).

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 4 October 2010 as a
true and complete record of that meeting.

4. Public Forum

Most members of the public present were interested in the item on affordable housing. No other
matters were raised.

5. Police Matters

A rise in incidents of anti-social behaviour was reported. The police are rarely seen in the village and
there has been no feedback from them with regard to recent reported incidents. There are concerns
that this may be due to current staffing levels. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to the police to
express concern at the lack of police presence in the village and to ascertain whether the allocation of
resources has changed across the county. Local people are to be advised to keep a log of any
incidents which have been reported to the police but which do not appear to have been followed up
and pass this information on to the Clerk. The Parish Council will then take up the matter with the
police on behalf of local residents. A notice is to be placed in Scene and on the Parish Council’'s
notice board. It was acknowledged that local police officers work very hard, and therefore any notice
should be carefully worded so it does not give the wrong impression.

6. Clerk’s Report

CliIr Kettle is unable to attend this year's Remembrance Day Service to lay the wreath. Clir Maddison
volunteered to take his place.

The mark on the Memorial Hall plaque appears to be dirt rather than damage. Clir Macaulay will ask
the hall secretary to investigate.
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7. Affordable Housing

1.

Station Road Site, South of Lodge Bungalow

The new access proposed by Follett's has now been considered by WCC which has advised
that providing the sliver of land marked in red on the plan provided by Follett's can be
acquired by WRHA, there should be no problem with the visibility splay and therefore this
access would be acceptable. Neil Gilliver, from WRHA, has spoken to Follett's and believes
that this would be achievable. The Planning Officer at SDC also supports further
consideration of this site. Follett’s architect is to provide an initial site layout.

Sites for Inclusion in Public Consultation

Following latest advice from planning officers, the Rural Housing Enabler and WRHA, it
seems likely that Sitel: Gaydon Road/Plough Lane and New Site: Station Rd, south of Lodge
Bungalow will both be included. It was less clear about Site 3: land behind existing houses
west of Station Road. WRHA's advice is that it would be too expensive to develop this site
owing to the extra land which would need to be bought to enable extensive landscaping and
buffer zones. The Council did not make a decision about this.

Details of Public Consultation

It was agreed to set up a working party comprising Clir Tagg-Wilkinson, Cllr Kanwar and ClIr
Heatley, to draw up a draft consultation paper for discussion and approval by the Council at
the December meeting. There was a debate about whether the options presented to local
residents should include the possibility of not building any houses at all, bearing in mind that
the need for these homes had already been proved. It was RESOLVED by a majority of 5 to
3 that this would not be an option. Residents will simply be asked to indicate their preferred
site for the building of these homes. The consultation paper is to include a robust introduction
and explanation of events to date. The working party will also need to consider to whom the
guestionnaire should be addressed, e.g. should just one copy go to each household, or
should there be additional questions to cover different members of the household? The Clerk
will ask the Rural Housing Enabler to read through the draft before the next meeting.

It was felt that there were still some questions to be answered in relation to the advice given by the
planning officer. The Clerk was therefore asked to contact SDC again and ask for a definition, in
layman’s terms, of a settlement boundary, what is meant by breaching a settlement boundary, and
what is a sight line?

8. Finance

9. Scowcroft Drive Footpath Link

No further information had been received on this matter, which was deferred to the next meeting.
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10. Information Sign, Station Road

Clir Tagg-Wilkinson provided information relating to costs for designing and installing the sign which
were much more favourable than the prices quoted by WCC. However, WCC'’s approval would still be
required and there would be an administration charge for dealing with the application. It was
calculated that the total cost would be a minimum of £460. Perhaps local businesses and
organisations which would benefit from the sign ought to be asked to contribute? It was agreed that
the Clerk would discuss with WCC, and ClIr Tagg-Wilkinson would consider the wording and talk to
the owners of the local amenities.

11. Standing Orders

The draft document was reviewed by the Council and it was agreed to make the following
amendments:

e “he” and “his” to be replaced by “he/she” and “his/her”

e Section 1 (j) all references to “standing” to be deleted

e Section 29 to be left blank for the moment while it is decided what the future procedure will be
following the abolition of the Standards Board, and the review of the Code of Conduct.

It was also noted that in the original NALC model, Section 24 includes a reference to employees as
well as councillors. The Clerk explained that this only applied in Wales. The Clerk is bound to
maintain confidentiality as part of her contract of employment.

Section 25, the Power of Well-being, was also briefly discussed. The Clerk explained that she hoped
the Council would be able to acquire this power in the near future. It was therefore agreed that this
section should remain.

Section 11, Rescission of Previous Resolutions, was also noted as this has not previously been
included in BIPC’s standing orders, although it has always been recommended.

Unfortunately the additional piece of land in question is not available and therefore this site is no
longer an option.

As discussed previously, the second most popular site was the field at the corner of Gaydon Road
and Plough Lane. However, councillors expressed concern that the information gained at the
planning for real exercise in May 2008, when residents were asked to indicate their preference for the
location of affordable homes, was now 2 years old. Although the proper processes had been
followed, there had been some criticism from members of the public regarding the public consultation.
The confusion about the Station Road site had not helped matters.

The Council recognises that the location of new housing is a very important one as it will have a
permanent effect on the village, and is keen to ensure that all possibilities are properly considered. It
was therefore agreed that the Clerk should contact all local landowners to ask them for details of any
land they would be willing to make available for affordable housing. A shortlist of available sites would
then be circulated to every householder and they would be asked to indicate their preference.

8. Bus Shelter

Two residents have expressed concern about installing a bus shelter as they fear it would be misused
and vandalised. It was agreed not to take this matter any further.

9. Clerk’s Report

The Clerk reported that the LBAP Conference is to be held at the Memorial Hall in June, and will
include a visit to the Yellow Land.

The path has now been laid at the Yellow Land and the new fencing is being installed. There has
been a great transformation over the last few weeks and the project is coming on well.

The Clerk is waiting for quotes for installing the new benches on the playing field and the hedge
laying in Mandale Close.

10. Finance

subject to a minor amendment to the assets list to the effect that the insurance values were
those recorded in June 2009.

1. Apologies

There were no apologies. All councillors were present.

2. Declarations of Interest

o ClIr Whittaker declared that there was a possibility that a third party may believe that he had
pre-determined item 9 “Affordable Homes Proposal”’ and that he had therefore decided to
withdraw from any subsequent debate.

e ClIr Kanwar declared a personal interest in item 7.4 “Planning Matters” as the applicant is a
neighbour.

e ClIr Christian-Carter declared a personal interest in item 8 “Playing Field” as she is a member
of the Biodiversity Action Group.

3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the meeting held on 7 December 2009 as a true
and complete record of that meeting.

4. Public Forum
Salt

There was a complaint about people taking the salt from the grit bins for their own private use. It was
agreed that this was theft of WCC property and should be reported to the police.

Bicycles on Footpaths

There was a concern about children riding bicycles on the footpath in Poplar Road. This also needs to
be reported to the police. The Clerk was asked to mention it in her Scene report.

Affordable Housing

The majority of people present were concerned about this issue. A spokesperson on behalf of
“bi-rdwatch”, the residents’ action group, outlined their main concerns and the reasons for their
objections to this proposal. They now had a copy of the report prepared by the Rural Housing Enabler
at WRCC following the public consultation exercise held in November 2009. They believe the report
to be biased, not based on fact and therefore meaningless. They still have grave concerns about the
total number of houses which would eventually be built, the impact on traffic, and how the allocation
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of the homes to people with a local connection would be enforced. There were also concerns that the
Council had not made all the facts available to the public.

The Chairman explained that following a full housing needs survey and the Parish Plan survey, a
need for 25 homes had been identified which was backed up by the fact that there are currently 32
people on the housing list who have a connection with the village. The current proposal consists of
just 12 homes. If and when these are built and occupied, it would be necessary to conduct another
survey to identify if any further need still existed and if it did, a further public consultation would be
carried out. Each house will have a legal agreement attached to it for perpetuity preventing the
occupation of the house by anyone who does not have a connection with the village. It would only be
if the house was standing empty for a certain length of time that it would be possible to allocate it to
anyone who didn’t have such a connection.

It was emphasised that the Council had not yet made any decision on whether or not to take forward
this proposal. The purpose of the public consultation is to find out the public’s view on the proposal to
enable the Council to make a fully informed decision. All the facts relating to this matter have been
discussed in public and are recorded in the Parish Council minutes which are available to the public.

Meteorological Mast

There is concern that because the meteorological mast planning application was refused permission
by SDC, many people believe that this issue is how resolved. In fact the applicant has appealed
against this decision which will now be reviewed by the Planning Inspectorate. It is important to make
this known to as many people as possible and a number of meetings are being held in Bishop’s
Itchington and surrounding villages. The deadline for making further representations on the appeal is
28 January 2010. “FRAWT”, the residents’ action group has heard that the applicants intend to submit

their application for the windfarm itself within the next few weeks. “FRAWT” is also organising some
fund raising to set up a fighting fund.

5. Clerk’s Report

The Clerk had nothing to report and there were no questions from members.

6. “Village with a Vision”

This item had been withdrawn from the agenda. The presenters will attend a future meeting.

7. Planning Matters

The following planning applications were considered:

1. 09/02408/LBC
Retention of satellite dish to eastern wall of house (retrospective)
The Cottage, Station Road
It was RESOLVED to make no representations but it was commented that input from
the Victorian Society and English Heritage should be obtained and that the dish
should be masked in some way. The applicant explained that the dish was at the rear
of the house and attached to a more modern part of the building.

2. 09/02407/FUL
Proposed erection of shed and greenhouse
The Cottage, Station Road
It was RESOLVED to make no representations and no comments.
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3. 09/02455/FUL
Erection of two storey side extension and single storey front extension
46, Lakin Drive
It was RESOLVED to make no representations and no comments.

4. 09/01316/FUL — Appeal
Two storey extension to enlarge living room and bedroom
Cottage Stable, 1 Stable Courtyard, High Street
This appeal is being dealt with under the Householder Appeals Service and therefore
the Council has only to consider whether it wishes to withdraw any representations it
has previously made. There is no opportunity to submit further comments.
It was RESOLVED not to withdraw previous comments.

5. 09/01578/FUL - Appeal
Erection of meteorological mast on land between Bishop’s Itchington, Knightcote and
Gaydon.
To consider making further representations
Since the original planning application, a lot of new information has come forward. It
was RESOLVED to delegate authority to the Chairman and the Clerk to draft a letter
putting forward further representations to add to the Council’s previous objections.

8. Playing Field

It was RESOLVED to approve the proposals put forward by the Biodiversity Group at the last
meeting.

9. Affordable Homes Proposal

1. Pre-determination

The Chairman briefly outlined the rules regarding pre-determination and explained that if a member
was found to have pre-determined any issue, the Council’s decision could be set aside as unlawful.
There was evidence, by way of responses to a survey of local residents conducted by bi-rdwatch, that
some members of the Council may have pre-determined this issue. Clir Whittaker, concerned that this
may apply to him, had already decided to withdraw from the debate. Clir Christian-Carter and Clir
Kanwar had also responded to this survey. Clir Kanwar did not consider that he had pre-determined
the issue. ClIr Christian-Carter was emphatic that she had made known her personal views only and
had made this clear in her email to bi-rdwatch. Her personal views are quite separate to her role as a
parish councillor. She does not therefore believe that she has pre-determined this issue. No other
councillors considered that this applied to them.

Clir Macaulay declared an interest as a former member of the housing association residents’
committee and withdrew from the debate.

The Chairman mentioned that at the last meeting he had raised an issue regarding an assertion from
a member of the public that he was the landowner of this site. He emphasised that he has made it
clear that he is not the landowner and has no interest to declare.

2. To decide whether or not to support the current proposal (i.e. 12 affordable homes on the corner of
Plough Lane and Gaydon Road).

Since the last meeting in December 2009, a letter from WCC to WRCC'’s Rural Housing Enabler had
been found which contained new information relating to the Station Road site. Previously, the Parish
Council had been led to believe that WCC had rejected this site outright because it would not be

possible to achieve satisfactory visibility from an access road onto Station Road. This letter however
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suggests that while it may be difficult, it would not be impossible. The Chairman brought this to the
attention of the Parish Council and suggested that the Station Road site should be re-examined.

There was some discussion about the various points raised. All councillors agreed there is a need for
affordable housing. Some felt that Gaydon Road/Plough Lane is not the right location. However, it
was generally accepted that whichever site was chosen, there would be some objections from
members of the public. Other councillors were concerned about the length of time it had already
taken to get this far. How long would it take to find another location and go through more public
consultation?

Eventually a motion was put forward not to support the current proposal. This was turned down by a
majority of 4 to 3.

A second motion was put forward to adopt the current proposal. This was carried by a majority of 4 to
3. It was therefore RESOLVED to adopt the current proposal to build 12 affordable homes on land at
the corner of Plough Lane and Gaydon Road. This will now be taken forward by Warwickshire Rural
Housing Association who will make a formal planning application to SDC is due course.

10. Finance
ClIr Kettle declared an interest in 10.2 “Accounts Payable” as they included the Chairman’s
allowance. It was pointed out that as this payment had already been approved at the budget meeting

The vacancy will be advertised
straight away. The Clerk was asked to write to Mr Harries thanking him for his contribution to the work
of the Council.

5. Public Forum

Bl Community Project

Michelle Tuerena, speaking on behalf of the Bl Community Project, reported that the café had opened
today. There had been a good turn out from the public. The youth club will open for the first time on
Friday evening. A neighbour has cut back the conifers which were shading his garden.
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Bus Shelter

Mr Holmes had read about the possibility of a new bus shelter on Station Road and had concerns
about this as the bus stop straddles his drive. There is no firm proposal for a bus stop but the Council
has received some requests for one to be considered. Hence the article in Scene asking for residents
views. If the proposal is taken forward, residents will be consulted further. For the avoidance of doubt,
the verge is the property of WCC.

6. Police Matters

It is believed that drug dealers are using the car park of the former British Legion clubhouse. The
Clerk was asked to pass this information on to the police.

7. Planning

1. Land at Gaydon Road and Manor Road

Steve Bromley, planning consultant for Michael and George Mann, advised the Council that his
clients will be putting forward these areas of land to SDC as being available for possible future
development under the draft Local Development Framework Core Strategy. Mr Bromley explained
that in the draft core strategy, Bishop’s ltchington is identified as a Local Service Village. In his view
this means that the village may be required to take a small scale development. He and his clients
hope that the Parish Council will be willing to get involved with any such proposal and take a bottom
up approach. Their proposal would be for mixed use development to include housing, small business
units, local facilities and open space.

The main competitor to his clients’ sites is the former cement works. However, Mr Bromley believes
that his clients’ sites are more suited to meet local need for a number of reasons not least because
the cement works site is a large site dependant on the establishment of a rail link which would be a
very difficult thing to achieve. It is also physically detached from the existing village whereas his
clients’ sites are close to the centre of the village. The cement works site is also on the wrong side of
the village for easy access to the M40 and would necessitate a large amount of traffic travelling
through the village. For these reasons Mr Bromley is of the opinion that his clients’ sites would be
more suitable from a planning point of view.

Mr Bromley emphasised that planning officers at SDC are genuinely interested in the Parish Council’s
views. It will be the Parish Council’'s decision whether to get involved or not but Mr Bromley feels it is
likely that if the Parish Council does nothing, SDC will probably allocate land for development itself.

The Chairman stated that the Parish Council has been very proactive in establishing local housing
needs, and that a Parish Plan has also been produced. However, Mr Bromley advised that the draft
core strategy and LDF will reach far beyond this time scale. There are no figures available for the
number of houses a Local Service Village may be expected to take but Mr Bromley suggests that it
could be 40 to 50.

It was noted that the field at Gaydon Road is approx 4.75 hectares (11 acres) and the field at Manor
Road is 4 hectares (10 acres). Current government guidelines are for 25 dwellings per hectare. Mr
Bromley reassured the Council that although the land would be made available in its entirety, any
development would not be so big that it covered the entire site.

2. Future Opportunities

Follett's have not yet presented any documents for discussion. This item was therefore deferred until
the next meeting.
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3. Planning Application S10CM004
Revision to restoration profile of central part of landfill site.
Ufton Landfill Site.

Clir Whittaker had attended the recent Biffa liaison meeting along with ClIr Stevens and Cllr Patrick.

5. Planning Application 10/00632/LBC

Internal alterations to ground and first floors including change to internal staircase, replacement of an
external door, fit new woodburning stoves including combustion air vents.

The Cottage, Station Road

It was RESOLVED to make no representations but add the following comment: The Victorian Society
ought to be consulted and their approval sought.

8. Draft Core Strategy Consultation

It was agreed that in view of the large amount of time and money spent in the preparation of the
Masterplan for the Harbury Cement Works Site, this policy should be transferred verbatim to the new
plan. If not, a full explanation must be given as to why SDC has decided to set it aside and override
the Inspector’s decision. The Clerk was asked to draft a letter and to include the Inspector’s
recommendations as an appendix.

9. Clerk’s Report

There is a problem with a loose memorial stone in the cemetery. It is leaning dangerously. Mrs
Dronfield will be contacting the family concerned. It may be necessary to have the stone laid down. It
was agreed that ClIr Christian-Carter and Clir Tagg-Wilkinson would inspect the stone and would also
draw up a policy for dealing with this in the future as it seems likely that a number of stones of around
the same age may also be affected at some point. The Cemetery Manager needs a clear set of
instructions as to how to proceed in these circumstances.

The Clerk reminded everyone about the Annual Parish Meeting on 26 April at 7.30pm, school hall.
Please would councillors arrive early to help with setting out the room. Help is also needed to serve
the drinks.

There have been more complaints about motorbikes accessing the cement works site via the Yellow
Land. It was agreed that the Clerk should arrange for a sign to be installed stating that motorbikes are
prohibited.

10. Finance

1. Monthly Financial Report

There were no questions.
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2. Accounts Payable

All cheques were noted as per the schedule and they were passed for signing.

11. Playing Field

1. Review of Play Area Inspection Report

Clir Kanwar had read the report. Most of the defects listed were very low risk. The rocker horse and
tractor had been identified as nearing the end of their life but it was agreed that both of these were
very popular with the children and were not high risk. However, there are a couple of problems with
the swings which need to be rectified. The Clerk will ask the Parish Council’s Play Area Inspector to
look at these and make any necessary repairs. It was agreed that no further action is required at the
current time.

2. New Benches and Dog Litter Bin

It was agreed that the Clerk should order 2 new benches and a green dog litter bin. The benches will
cost approximately £400 each and the dog bin about £120 plus installation costs.

12. New Model Standing Orders

It was agreed that Cllr Tagg-Wilkinson and Clir Macaulay would help the Clerk to draw up a new set
of standing orders based on the new model, for approval and adoption by the Council.

13. Parking Problems

A request has been received from a resident for double yellow lines to be considered on one of the
village roads where on road parking is causing a problem.

The Clerk was
asked to write to the resident explaining the Council’s view.

The Clerk will ask the Litter Warden to remove the litter and to include it in a monthly litter pick in
future. She will also obtain advice about laying the hedge and write to Mrs Gleeson who has been
concerned about the state of the hedge for some time.

The Council considered the application but decided to abide by its policy of not giving grants to
individuals.

The Chairman of the Parish Council had advised that he would be late arriving. The Vice-Chairman
was also absent and therefore Clir Macaulay was elected as chairman and opened the meeting.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from ClIr Christian-Carter (sick) and ClIr Tagg-Wilkinson (sick). Cllr Tonge
(District) also sent apologies (holiday).

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 5 July 2010 as a true
and complete record of that meeting.

4. Public Forum

Members of the public present were all concerned with specific items on the agenda. No other
matters were raised.

5. Police Matters

There is a lot of parking on footpaths again, and there is still a big problem with speeding cars.
Residents need to note registration numbers or any other information which might help identify the
culprits.

The police are proposing to set up a community forum via the Blue Butterfly Café. It was noted that
the police had stopped attending PC meetings because of time constraints and yet this would seem
to be even more time consuming. The Clerk was asked to write to the police to follow up this

information and invite the Inspector to meet the Clerk and Chairman to discuss the situation further.
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6. Clerk’s Report

The Clerk confirmed that Clir John Robins had resigned earlier that day and that the vacancy would
be formally advertised as soon as possible.

A letter has been received from WCC about the re-surfacing of the road around the mini-roundabout.
The surface has been inspected and a patch repair will be carried out as soon as possible. Clir
Stevens advised that he felt the response was fair.

The Clerk pointed out that the £5,000 grant made to St Michael's Church last month, had been made
under Sec 137. This had been previously agreed, but the Clerk wished to have it formally minuted as
such.

The Clerk will arrange for the repairs to the guttering and security light at the pavilion to be carried
out. The security light needs a wire cage to protect it from footballs.

7. Planning Matters

10/00809/FUL

Change of use of agricultural building and yard to a mixed use of B1(c) “light industrial” and B8
“storage” including outside storage of caravans, trailers and containers.

Old Town Barns, Knightcote Road

Concerns were raised about the following issues:
e The impact of traffic from B1 and B8 usage on a ‘C’ road particularly given the nature of the
double bends in the immediate vicinity of the access road;
e The potential impact of noise from B1 and B8 usage in a residential area;
e The close proximity of the site to a listed building; and
e The impact of the change of use in a rural environment
It was RESOLVED to include the above concerns in the PC’s response to SDC.

CliIr Kettle arrived during this item and took over chairing the meeting from Cllr Macaulay.

8. Proposal by Follett Property Holdings Ltd

John Hayward pointed out that at the current time, there is no formal proposal, although there are lots
of ideas.

With regard to the lease for the Community Centre (former RBL building), it is very unlikely that it
would be extended to 5 years, but a good chance that it could be extended for another 12 months,
with the possibility that there could be further discussions about a longer lease in the future. The head
leaseholder is RBL, not Follett’s.

Follett's new partnership with Tim Heatley is still not finalised and is in the hands of their respective
lawyers.

Follett’s remain very keen to work with the parish and have, at the Clerk’s request, put forward
possible sites for affordable housing. This includes the Station Road site which, John Hayward
believes, could still be used with its existing access ( the private road which runs from the B4451 to
the Cottage) providing no more than 6 houses were built. Currently, Follett’'s do not own the Lodge
Bungalow or the surrounding land, which would be required to install a new access, but they do not
see this as a permanent impediment as they have an option to buy the land back in the future. John
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Hayward explained that there would need to be some market housing on site as well, but he
suggested that it might suit the village better to have 2 smaller sites of 6 affordable homes each
alongside market housing rather than one larger site of 12 affordable homes plus market housing.

9. Scowcroft Drive Footpath Link

Cllr Mann has liaised with Orbit Housing Association and also the planning officers at SDC. It has
been established that a full planning application would be required to install a new footpath link
between Scowcroft Drive and Starbold Road. Orbit has offered to part fund the project which means
that some funding will be needed from other sources too. ClIr Stevens will contact WCC Highways to
see if they might be able to help but he will need a fully costed plan from Orbit.

A member of the public was concerned that the new path would pass underneath the arch on top of
which is someone’s home. He was worried that a public thoroughfare would encourage anti-social
behaviour in this area. He suggested that WCC should compulsorily purchase the existing field path
which is a public right of way so that the surface could be upgraded without the need for the
permission of the landowner. There would then be no need to install a completely new path. Clir
Stevens agreed to find out whether compulsory purchase might be a possibility.

10. Plough Lane Allotments

The Parish Council has received copies of letters of complaint which were sent to WCC. The
allotments are owned by the Village Charities Committee and are not a matter for the Parish Council.

11. Local Authority Formal Consultation Dates

SDC recently gave an incorrect date on their website for the consultation deadline in respect of the
Community Centre’s new premises licence application. They have now said that they will no longer
advertise the dates on their website to ensure this doesn’t happen again. As a result of SDC’s error,
the Parish Council’'s comments on the licence application were received out of time and were only
allowed to be taken into account by the licensing panel after a lengthy discussion and representations
by the Chairman of the Parish Council. The Clerk was asked to write to SDC’s Chief Executive to
complain about SDC's stance over this issue. Copies are to be sent to the Senior Licensing Manager
and the portfolio holder.

12. Cemetery Rules & Regulations

It was RESOLVED to make the following amendments to the regulations:

1) Page 3, Section 2, to add the following rule (brought forward from Guidance Notes for
Grave Owners on page 11):-
Planting, the locating of flower vases or artefacts within the grave area is not permitted
once the Council has replaced the turf. All such items must be located on the Memorial
foundation area only. The Council reserves the right to remove and dispose of (at their
discretion) any items placed on the turf that prevent or interfere with the maintenance of
the grave.

2) Page 3, Section 2, to add the following rule:-
The placing within the Cemetery of candles, electronic or solar lighting devices is not
permitted.

The regulations will now be re-drafted accordingly.

It also means that if the proposed access is acceptable to WCC, the site, which
covers nearly 5 acres, would be a viable one for affordable housing.

2. Possible Future Developments
There are no definite plans at the moment, but Follett’'s do have some ideas for the former
depot site. There is not much financial latitude for developers at the moment. If the Parish
Council has ideas about what it would like to see in the village, please let Follett's know.

3. Community Centre Lease
The Royal British Legion has not yet responded to Follett's requests to begin the renewal
process. John Hayward has been in contact with Richard Stowe and will do what he can to
expedite matters

8. Affordable Housing

Phil Ward reported that he had obtained further information from SDC and WCC in respect of site 3
(top of Station Road facing north, field behind existing housing) and site 5 (field in Ladbroke Road
adjacent to Works Lane and opposite existing housing), as follows:

Site 3
In respect of Site 3, the planning officer at SDC has now visited the site and had the following to say,

“Site 3 is a possibility but | think to achieve an acceptable layout given the sites layout, the constraints
of both neighbouring properties fronting and backing onto the site, the need to provide adequate
landscaping given its open edge which may have further implications on the level of land

uptake needed will require detailed consideration and may not be achievable...... Obviously, it is for
the developer to come up with an appropriate scheme, if they can, but all | can advise at this time is
that given the following:

linear land take,

the relationship of fronts/backs from existing housing,
edge of settlement location

requirement for extensive landscape buffers

it is my informal opinion that achieving a layout for 12 units on this site may require a much greater
land take than normal and would also have to be carefully designed in order to address all of the
issues above.”

WCC gave the opinion that access from the site and visibility would be achievable. However, WRHA
is concerned that the cost of purchasing extra land and providing “extensive landscape buffers” would
mean that the site would not be financially viable.

Site 5
Following his visit to the site, the planning officer at SDC made the following comments:

“Site 5 is not considered to be appropriate given the site levels and the visual impact any
development would have on the skyline and the views in and out of the village due to the
topography.”
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WCC is of the opinion that access from the site and visibility should be achievable.

Next Steps

There were concerns that there appear to be some inconsistencies in the criteria applied by the
planning officer in assessing the suitability of the various sites around the village. It was RESOLVED
that the Clerk should write to SDC direct for clarification. It was agreed that at the same time, Phil
Ward would contact WCC and ask them to consider the proposed access put forward by Follett's
architect in respect of the Station Road site, south of Lodge Bungalow which had previously been
discounted because of problems with access and viability.

It was RESOLVED to make no representations and no comments.

2.10/01765/FUL

Single storey side extension

7, Scowcroft Drive

Clir Christian-Carter declared a personal interest as one of the neighbours is a friend of hers. It was
RESOLVED to object to this application on the following grounds:

1. The proposed extension is likely to be contrary to the street scene in terms of recent design
and approval.

2. It will create a dark corridor in what was designed to have an open aspect. This will also
affect the property at no 9.

3. The creation of the corridor mentioned in 2 above will also have related security issues. A
dark narrow corridor may attract problems.

4. A dark and narrow corridor will create safety issues; during construction there may be a need
to close off the access; there will be ingress and egress issues for no 9.

5. Privacy may be an issue with the siting of a window at a 45 degree angle.

6. The building will extend right up to the curtillage which we understand is not usually allowed
by SDC and the foundations will extend into the pathway causing disruption of services and
problems of access to no 9 in an emergency.

3.10/01884/FUL

Erection of new building for car preparation (associated with existing car sales business).
Retrospective.

Bishops Cross Car Sales, Gaydon Road

It was RESOLVED to make the following comment:

Representations have been received from two residents that the building has had an impact on
neighbouring properties. In particular, no 11 Scowcroft Drive is affected as the new building is closer
to the boundary and has a different footprint. It is recommended that a planning officer visits this
address before a decision is made.

1. Apologies
Apologies were received from ClIr Christian-Carter (sick) and Clir Whittaker (holiday)

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 7 June 2010 as a
true and complete record of that meeting.

4. Public Forum

A member of the public expressed deep concern about the delay in resurfacing the area around the
mini-roundabout. Cllr Stevens explained that the costs for this would need to be re-budgeted and that
the work would be carried out as soon as possible. The Clerk was instructed to write to WCC in the
hope that this would expedite matters.

Clir Kanwar arrived during this item.

5. Police Matters

There have been more incidents of speeding late at night.

There was a report of vehicles driving down Chapel Street and from the end of Dadglow Farm drive
and skidding on the loose stone at the entrance to the playing field.

Local residents have noticed that on a number of occasions there have been cars parked for a short
time at about 2.00am at the rear of Wilcox Close.

The police have the power to confiscate vehicles where they are causing a nuisance. There has been
some success with this recently in Harbury. However, this can only be done when the registration
numbers are known.
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6. Clerk’s Report

There were no questions for the Clerk.

7. Affordable Housing

There was a recap of events so far. No further work has been, or will be undertaken by the WRHA
until the Parish Council gives its support for the scheme. The Rural Housing Enabler felt that the
surveys and consultations already completed showed significant support for the Gaydon Rd/Plough
Lane site but understood the Parish Council’s view that it felt further canvassing of residents was
necessary following the discrediting of information received relating to the Station Road site even
though it has now been established that this site is not viable.

The Clerk has contacted landowners as agreed at last month’s meeting. Some responses are still
required. It was agreed that a deadline should be set for September. In the meantime, the Clerk will
liaise with the Rural Housing Enabler who will carry out preliminary enquiries in respect of any
identified potential sites.

8. Starbold Windfarm

It was agreed that Clir Kettle and Clir Macaulay would attend the public exhibition to be held on
Monday, 12 July on behalf of the Parish Council.

9. New Premises Licence — Bl Community Centre

Michelle Tuerena, speaking for the BICP committee, explained that the licence is required to run a
rural cinema and hold children’s discos. Alcohol will not be sold. They plan to run the cinema on
Saturdays and Sundays in the afternoon and or early evening. The discos will be run for the younger
children and will finish between 8.30pm and 9.00pm on a Saturday evening. Occasionally they might
hold a disco for the older teenagers, hence the request for the licence to run until 10.30pm. These will
not be regular weekend events.

Some of the community centre’s immediate neighbours expressed concern at the noise and nuisance
which they felt would be the result of holding discos. The noise will prevent them from sitting in their
gardens which back on to the centre and will keep young children awake. They were also worried
about the older teenagers leaving the building as late as 10.30pm which would coincide with people
leaving the pub and club. Michelle Tuerena responded that the younger children were only allowed to
use the centre’s garden until 8.00pm. The older children were not allowed outside at all and the doors
are kept shut.

While the neighbouring residents’ concerns were noted, it was emphasised that there had been a
very serious problem with nuisance youths in the recent past and the youth club has been set up to
try and improve the situation.

After much discussion, the Council decided to write to the licensing authority to ask them to ensure
that there would be proper controls on the level of noise and to consider only allowing the licence until
9.30pm to ensure that the older teenagers had left the building before people started to leave the
nearby pub and club. Perhaps SDC's officers would also be able to advise on noise abatement.

Residents asked for their concerns to be included in the Parish Council’s letter but it was explained
that this was the Parish Council’s response to the licence application. Local residents also have the
opportunity to make their views known to the licensing authority and should write direct to SDC.
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10. Environment

1. Village Signs
It was RESOLVED to install a brown information sign directing people to local amenities such
as the pub, café and chip shop. This will replace the individual unauthorised signs. The Clerk
will obtain details of costs and report back.

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5. Proposal by Follett Property Holdings Ltd

John Hayward was welcomed to the meeting. He was accompanied by Tim Heatley who represents
Follett's new partner for the Harbury Estate. Mr Hayward explained that during the latter part of 2009,
Follett’s decided to bring in a partner and that their lawyers are still setting up the partnership which
has caused a delay in putting forward any proposals.

Mr Hayward had commenced talking to representatives from the Parish Council some months ago (in
connection with the lease for the RBL building). He wants to find out where there is common ground
and avoid the need for expensive legal bills for planning appeals where possible. Follett’s feel that
this money would have been better spent within the parish.

Both John Hayward and Tim Heatley have rural backgrounds and are therefore familiar with the
pressures on villages like Bishop’s Itchington. They don't have any pre-conceived ideas but would like
to see if they can help the village to achieve some of its aspirations outlined in the Parish Plan. The
future of the RBL building, for example, is exactly the sort of thing which needs to be included for
consideration in a wider discussion.

The new partnership will be looking at the Masterplan again, to see if they can make a proposal which
will benefit the majority of people. A green energy scheme for example, might be a good use of the
former depot site and would also benefit the local community.

The Chairman pointed out the need to move quickly on the question of affordable housing. The
Parish Council would therefore like to receive a broad proposal from Follett’s sooner rather than later.
John Hayward explained that it was hoped that their lawyers would have completed the legal work by
July and that he and Tim Heatley would focus on moving things forward as soon as possible. At least
one of them would attend the August PC meeting, but realistically, he was not sure how much
progress would have been made by then. At the same time it would also be helpful if BIPC were to
start thinking about their own priorities and ambitions for the local community e.g. footpaths and the
parish office. The possibility of setting up a separate committee was also mentioned.

6. Police Matters
There have been speeding vehicles along the main road again, and also along Knightcote Road.
There are a number of travellers camped opposite Squab Hall in Harbury Lane.

A couple of farms have been “visited” at night and in the early hours of the morning. At least one of
these incidents has been reported to the police.

7. Clerk’s Report

The Clerk has been advised by WCC that they are not keen on the use of old tyres for planters, and
that they have concerns about the siting of planters on the verges. It was agreed that this item will be
placed on the agenda for future consideration. The Clerk will advise Pam Reason accordingly.

The Clerk thanked the Parish Council for her nomination for the Clerk of the Year Award. She said
that her job was made easier because of the encouragement and support she had received from the
Council and the fact that the Council was always willing to try out new ideas and ways of working.

It was noted that the “Yellow Land Steering Group” had been missed off the list. Clir Christian-Carter
and ClIr Tagg-Wilkinson are both members of this group. The Clerk will amend this.

It was decided to defer final confirmation of the list until after the co-option to the current vacancy at
next month’s meeting.

14. Information from County & District Councillors

Cllir Mann met the Orbit Housing Officer on site to discuss the possibility of a footpath link between
Scowcroft Drive and Starbold Road. In principle they now agree to this proposal. The matter has been
referred to the Planning Dept at SDC to find out whether a planning application would be required or
whether an amendment to the original application would be sufficient.

The Recycling Roadshow will be at the Carnival.
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ClIr Stevens reported that there will be enormous cuts in local government spending. There is also to
be a schools re-organisation nationally. There is a move to combine Warwickshire and Coventry
PCT's.

Following the resurfacing of Gaydon Road, it has been noted that cats’ eyes have now been installed.
Clir Stevens explained that it is WCC's policy to replace them when the opportunity arises. Does this
constitute an upgrade in the road which is a “B” road? It was pointed out that WCC has repeatedly
stated that there is no money for improvements to the roads in the village. ClIr Stevens said he would
clarify the position.

15 Members of the public

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Macaulay and District Clir Mann (family illness).

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes

It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 2 August 2010 as a
true and complete record of that meeting.

4., Public Forum

Members of the public present were all concerned with specific items on the agenda. No other
matters were raised.

5. Police Matters

Speeding is still a big problem throughout the village in general but specifically along the B4451
between the M40 junction and the village.

There is a rumour that Southam Police Station is to be closed. Clir Stevens is aware that the front
desk hours are to be reduced. The Clerk will contact the police to verify the situation.

6. Clerk’s Report

The Clerk has contacted Follett’'s about the renewal of the lease for the Community Centre. She will
follow this up.
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7. Affordable Housing

All local landowners who own land in or on the outskirts of the village have been contacted. A list of 7
potential sites was presented to the Parish Council. Apart from the corner of Gaydon Road/Plough
Lane, the only other site supported by both WCC and SDC is the field in Ladbroke Road, just past the
entrance to Works Lane and opposite existing housing. The other sites have been discounted by the
local planning authorities for reasons of access and visibility, proximity to listed buildings, settlement
boundary edges and constrained site layouts.

After a lengthy discussion, the Parish Council decided that it would like to be able to offer residents a
choice of 3 different sites if possible. Members voted on their 3 preferred sites with the result that the
following were selected for further exploration:

e No 1, Gaydon Road/Plough Lane
e No 5, Ladbroke Road
e No 3, Station Road (top of hill, on the left, heading towards Deppers Bridge, behind existing
housing)
(The site numbers refer to the plan provided to the Council by the Rural Housing Enabler)

It was noted that SDC has already discounted No 3, presumably as they consider it to be outside the
existing settlement boundary edges. However, the Parish Council felt that the same could be said of
all the options, and therefore thought that SDC should reconsider this site due to its popularity with
the Parish Council and if they still objected, give their reasons for doing so in more detail.

The Clerk will ask the Rural Housing Enabler to liaise with SDC with regard to site No 3 and also to
arrange for WRHA to visit sites No 3 and No 5 to consider possible layout and general suitability.
Both these organisations will be invited to the next PC meeting when it is hoped that there will be
enough information available for the Parish Council to decide which sites are to be included in the
public consultation.

8. Planning Matters

10/01805/FUL

Erection of a 60m meteorological mast for a temporary period of 2 years
Land between Bishop’s Itchington, Gaydon and Knightcote

Knightcote Road

The position of the proposed mast has been moved further away from the hedgerows but is now
much closer to a dewpond which is very valuable for nature conservation and on which the mast will
have a negative impact.

The potential danger for aircraft, including the air ambulance, which is much used with the proximity
of the M40, was also raised. Local airfields / flying clubs have voiced concerns about this too.

It was RESOLVED to object to the application on the grounds that the Council's objections to the
original application were still valid and that the applicant had failed to address all of the concerns
relating to birds. In addition, there are new concerns relating to the dewpond and aircraft.

It was agreed that a response would be drafted for circulation to members before submission to SDC.

9. Pavilion, Playing Field

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk should arrange for both the broken guttering and the missing down
pipe to be replaced.
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The Clerk reported that a quote had been received to replace the security light and install a wire cage
for protection at a cost of £118 plus vat. It was agreed that the Clerk should place an order for this
work to go ahead too.

10. Scowcroft Drive Footpath Link

Orbit has been asked to provide a fully costed plan for the installation of a new path but nothing
further has been heard from them yet.

The Clerk has been in contact with the Countryside Access Manager at WCC who is still exploring the
possibility of upgrading the surface of the existing field path. An update on this is expected in time for
the October PC meeting.

11. Information Sign, Station Road

The Clerk has obtained details of the procedure and associated costs for installing an information
sign from WCC. It was felt that the costs, which would be a minimum of £1,000, were too high. Clir
Tagg-Wilkinson volunteered to make further enquiries re obtaining a sign from an alternative supplier.
The Clerk pointed out that WCC had strict criteria which would still have to be met.

12. Council Tax Referendum Consultation

The Council agreed that a referendum at the right time, limited to cases of excessive increases,
would be acceptable. However, a referendum at the wrong time of the year would be completely
unworkable. The Clerk will respond accordingly.

13. WCC Locality Review

The Parish Council felt strongly that the Community Forum undermines Parish Councils. Parish
Council meetings are well attended by members of the public who wouldn't travel further afield to
attend the Community Forum. The current government is keen on promoting localism, where
communities are involved from the bottom up. There is a feeling that Parish Councils are being
disenfranchised by the Community Forums. The Clerk will respond accordingly.

14. Tree in Scowcroft Drive

A resident is concerned about a tree on the green in Scowcroft Drive as it looks as though the roots
are damaging the pavement, and are very close to a water meter. Clir Maddison and the Clerk have
both been to look at the tree, and agree that this is possibly the case. There is also a small mountain
ash between the tree in question and the houses. It was agreed that the Clerk should ask Tim
Batchelor to inspect the tree and give his opinion on the best way to deal with the problem. It may be
possible to prune the roots to avoid the need to fell the tree.

15. Information from County & District Councillors

e SDC has completed its spending review. It is trying to achieve a nil % increase in council tax
by improved efficiencies and not filling vacant posts.
e Southam College has achieved its best exam results to date.

16. Co-option of Parish Councillor

It was RESOLVED to co-opt Alan Heatley to the vacancy.
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17. Response from SDC re Complaint about Licence Application

The Parish Council was disappointed not to receive any acknowledgement from the Chief Executive.
There was no apology to the Clerk either. It was agreed that a further letter should be sent to the
Chief Executive highlighting these points, and that in view of the fact that it concerned the Clerk, the
letter should be signed by the Chairman, Clir Kettle.

18. Finance

There were no questions.

These were examined and passed for checking.

3. Authorisation
It was RESOLVED to authorise the accounts payable.

4. Replacement Laptop

It was agreed that the cost of a business laptop should be investigated and reported at the

next PC meeting.

19. Reports and Questions

There have been reports of dogs off the lead in the children’s play area. It has been
previously agreed to install a sign asking for dogs to be kept on a lead in this area. The
Clerk will arrange for it to be installed.

A resident in St Michael’s Close has complained about the height of their neighbour’s
trees again. The Clerk has written to them advising them on the appropriate action to
take.

The buffer zone doesn’t seem to have been strimmed very well. The Clerk will
investigate.

The litter bin on the green outside Cross Green Flats has been kicked over. The Clerk will
report this to SDC.

There is a car which is being parked on the B4451, on the footpath just before the turning
for Church Close which is causing an obstruction. The Clerk will report this to the police.
CliIr Kettle has had the opportunity to climb the church tower to see the restoration work.
